Meetings are scheduled from Wednesday, December 27, through Saturday, 
December 30.

Registration

The fee charged for registration by all participating associations is $1.00, 
except for the American Marketing Association, in which case the fee is $4.00. 
Registration entitles members to attend sessions sponsored by all participating 
associations. Full-time students are invited to attend meetings free of charge but 
are requested to register at the students’ registration desk.
